After selecting stories based on the above requirements, one then
comes up with what is called a running order. The running order
gives details of which stories made it to the bulletin, the durations,
reporters, anchor, dates, etc. This is handled by news
producer/news director.

He coordinates the
content and understands all stories that have been assigned,
angles that have been taken, and advises on what position was
taken during editorial meetings.

You miss
money if you do not identify with the story.

Introduction: Like all journalistic writings, there should be an introduction to
your story, summing the information therein. In television however, this part
of the story is read by the anchor/newscaster.

B Conclusion/Sign-out: This is the point where a reporter puts a stoay in
erspective, and summarizes to the audience giving a way forward or
implications of the story. In television this is referred to as sign-out.
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
